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Tuition Information

Information for the 2009-2010 school year will be available by early February. 

          
Early Childhood Programs 

Our early childhood program is for children ages 3 to 6 years.  
• The 3-day option meets Mondays, Tuesdays, and Wednesdays from 8:30am to 12:30pm. 

The tuition for this option is $5,800 plus a materials fee of $315. 
• The 5-day option meets Monday through Friday from 8:30am to 12:30pm. 

The tuition for this option is $8,500 plus a materials fee of $340. 
 
Elementary Grades 

• Grades 1 through 8 attend school Monday through Friday from 8:30am to 3:00pm. 
The tuition is $12,000 plus a materials fee of $360. 

 
Extended-Day & Aftercare Program 

• The Extended Day program serves our nursery and kindergarten students and is available 
Monday through Friday from the end of the nursery or kindergarten session to 3:00pm. 
This program includes story, rest, and free play. 

• The Aftercare program serves all students and is available on Mondays, Wednesdays, and 
Fridays from 3:00pm to 5:30pm and on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 3:00pm to 5:00pm. 

• All children enrolled in the nursery, kindergarten, and grades are eligible to participate in 
these programs on the days they attend school. Participation is on a space-available basis. 

• The drop-in rate for Extended Day is $10/hour and the contracted rate is $8/hour. The rate 
for After Care is $8/hour.  

 
Sibling Discount Policy 

Concurrently enrolled siblings are eligible for the following discounts: 
• Oldest child pays full tuition. 
• Second oldest child is eligible for 10% discount. 
• Third oldest child is eligible for 15% discount. 
• Fourth and subsequent children are eligible for 20% discount. 

 
Tuition Assistance Program 

Tuition assistance is available to support students attending the 5-day early childhood program 
or the grades program. The maximum award level is 50% of the tuition. All awards are based 
on financial need relative to other applications received. Applications are processed on a first-
come, first-served basis. Further details about tuition assistance including application materials 
are available by calling the school.
